WASHINGTON — The Senate grid-
locked on the Iraq war in a sharply
worded showdown Saturday as Repub-
licans foiled a Democratic bid to repu-
diate President Bush’s deployment of
21,500 additional
combat troops.

The 56-34 vote
fell four short of
the 60 needed to
advance a nonbind-
ing measure identi-
cal to one the
House passed Fri-
day. Seven GOP
senators broke
ranks, compared
with only two dur-
ing an earlier test
on the issue.

Oklahoma Sens.
Jim Inhofe and
Tom Coburn, both
Republicans, voted against the resolu-
tion.

Democrats swiftly claimed victory.
“A majority of the United States Sen-
ate is against the escalation in Iraq,”
said Majority Leader Harry Reid of
Nevada. “As for the Republicans who
chose once again to block further de-
bate and protect President Bush, the
American people now know they sup-
port the escalation” in troops.

Shooting, or more security,
subdues nightclub patrons

A popular club where two teenagers
were injured in a shooting last week-
end had tighter security but fewer pa-
trons Friday night.

Police estimate that between 1,000
and 1,300 people were in the Ministry
of Sound when the shooting occurred
just before 2 a.m. last Sunday, but on-
ly a few dozen people were there be-
tween 10:30 p.m. and midnight Friday.

Most of the crowd hung on the pe-
riphery, drinking beer, talking, playing
pool or just staring at the nearly emp-

ty dance floor. Three break dancers
and three house dancers dressed in
matching pink lingerie outfits per-
formed under flashing strobe lights to
the heavy beat of rap music, trying to
liven things up, but few people actual-
ly left their seats.

The Ministry of Sound was criti-
cized last week for allowing patrons
under age 18 to get in after a 15-year-
old and an 18-year-old were shot, one
in the neck, the other in the head, af-
ter an argument broke out.

DEATH RATES COMPARED

Disparity in health status

person living in Tulsa’s 74114
ZIP code can expect to live
about 14 years longer than
someone residing in theA 74126 area.

The more healthful neighborhoods are
filled with joggers, dog-walkers and hun-
dreds of businesses. The area bumps into
St. John Medical Center and the River
Parks. The other contains the county’s
northernmost neighborhoods, which are
void of health clinics, walking trails or
grocery stores.

That striking reality has awakened the
health conscience of Tulsans to seek ways
to remedy the difference.

Mike LaPolla, faculty member of the
University of Oklahoma’s College of Pub-
lic Health in Tulsa, led the research that
served as a foundation for the Lewin
Group health report released last year.

LaPolla’s 84-page work breaks down
health statistics ranging from who uses
emergency rooms most often, how people
are insured for health needs and what
sections have more people dying prema-
turely.

“This is not sorting out good people or
bad people,” LaPolla said. “It is sorting
out what is, with the purpose of narrow-
ing the gap and reducing the disparity in
health status. This is not judging people.
But we can’t make things better without
knowing what is there.”

The summary came from analyzing four
years of death certificates. The informa-
